· All Barnstable County Human Rights Commission members should plan on completing the strategic planning surveys by May 15, 2010.

· Budget Strategy: Barnstable County Human Rights Commission owes a debt of gratitude to Tom Ryan (Town Representation Council, Orleans) for representing the Commission at the last several budget meetings. A discussion occurred regarding the repeated remarks at various County meetings that suggest the Commission was only meant to be funded by Barnstable County until external funding sources were located; this was not the general understanding of Commission members. Further research on early meeting minutes was requested.
· Grants: the Barnstable County Human Rights Commission is working on two grant applications: The 2010 Cape Cod Health Care Mini-Grant and the Education and Enforcement of the Antidiscrimination Provision of the Immigration and Nationality Act Grant. 
· Immigrant Issues Work Group: Elizabeth Swanson-Goldberg (Commission Chairperson) proposed to reinstitute the Immigrant Working Group, and urged the Commission to think about it in the upcoming month.
